INDIANA 1S FOR MKINLEY.

Republican Convention Put Him
. in the State Platform.

EX-PRESIDENT HARRISON FAILED TO MAKE A SPEEGH.

Protection, Reciprocity and Sound Money
Declared for—Michigan Republicans Also
Went Wild Over the Champion of Pro-
tection—New Jersey Democrats Resolved
in Favor of Gold but Not Greenbacks.

ISPECIAL DISPATCH TO THX ROSTON HERALD.]

INDIANAPOLIS, Ind., May .7, 1896
The Republicans of Indiana have joined
the procession that proposes to nominate
Willlam McKinley for President by ac-
clamation. Gen. Harrison could have
saved the day, but he preferred to stay
at home and remain silent. There was
a half hour of expectancy in the con-
vention immediately preceding the adop-
tion of resolutions instructing the dele-
gates-at-large to vote for MeKinley.
The intimate friends of the former
President had not been able to get from
him any statement of his intention, and
up to the moment the vote was taken
they watched the stage, hoping that he
might appear and save the anti-Mc-
Kinley people from defeat. Twenty
minutes after the resolution to instruct
had been passed a telephone message
to the chairman of the conventioq from
the former President’s private secre-
tary announced that the general did

not intend to visit the convention.

It was not a ‘‘glorious victory' for the
Mc¢Kinley people. The movements of the
convention just before the adoption of
the resolution indicated plainly that if
any one had taken up the fight against
instructions he would have received the
support of nearly half the delegates, if
not a majority. The ‘‘Harrison stal-
warts"” are disappointed tonight. They
do not believe the sentiments of the Re-
publicans of Indiana were properly ex-
pressed by the convention. The machine,
they declare, did the work. They feel
that the former President, ‘‘the first citi-
zen' of Indiana, has been badly treated
by the office-seeking men. who started
out to capture the state for McKinley.
It is the first time in the quarter of a
century that Benjamin Harrison, when
at home, did not attend the state con-
vention of his party and raise his voice
in the interest of his co-workers.

" The resolutlon instructing the dele-
gates came before the convention with
the unanimous indorsement of the com-
mittee on resolutions. It was the last
resolution in the platform, when A. O.
Marsh, the chairman of the committee
on' resolutions, reached the name of Mec-
Kinley, the friends of the champion of
protection made their first rea! demon-
stration of the day.

Probably half the delegates sprang to
their feet and shouted for a half min-
ute.
tended their enthusiasm, the opposition
made a demonstration which almost, if
not quite, equalled that of the other side,
It was fully five minutes before quiet
was restored, and Chairman Marsh was
able to utter the words that contained
the meat of the resolution: ‘And the
delegates-at-large selected by this con-
ventjon are instructed to vote for Will-
jam “McKinley at St. Louis.” "

This was a signal for another demon-
stration by the McKinley enthusiasts; at
no time were more than half the dele-
gates on their feet, As soon as the Mc-
Kinley people were through, the friends
of Gen. Harrison again called loudly for
him., It was evident that the sentiment
of the. convention sas about evenly di-
vided.

After the decorators had finished their
work in the hall last night some one rep-
resenting the Harrison sentiment bribed
the janitor and made his way to'the loft,
where he placed a machine that was to
be used in unrolling in front of the stage
a large portrait of the former President.
While the ‘‘Harrison stalwarts’” were
making their final demand, then, and he-
fore the chairman of the conyention put
the motion to adopt the platform which
contained the resolution instructing for
McKinley, an effort was made to drop the
portrait. The machinery did not work,
and only the left ear of the former Presi-
dent appeared to view up near the ceiling.
Fate, it seemed, was agalinst the anti-
McKinley men.

After both sides had got through with
their demonstrations, Mr, Marsha, chair-
man of the committee, in accordance
with his instructions from the McKinley
managers, moved that the platform he
adopted as a whole. There was a pause
of half a minute, and it not appearing
that any representative of the anti-in-
struction crowd was—in the absence of
Gen. Harrison—willing to lead the fight,
the chairman of the convention put the
motion. The vote was close, but the
McKinley men had a little the best of it.
There were cries of “Call the counties,”
after the result had been announced, but
Richard W. Thompson, chairman of the
convention, held that the resolutions had
been adopted. It was a glad moment, for
the McKinley people, and they expressed
their feelings in a noisy demonstration.

It was only a little while after this
that the Harrison picture, of its own
motion, was unfolded to the delegates.

E. F. Tibbetts, the formeyr President's
secretary, who came down to the conven-
tion after it was all over, said that the
general did not attend the convention be-
cause hig motives might be misconstrued.
The ex-President, Mr. Tibbettg says, ab-
solves himself from all responsibility for
the action of the party in this state, the
McKinley machine having pushed through
instructions and made up the delegation-
at-large to suit itself.

Tt had been understood that Hiram
Brownlee of Marion was one of the four
delegates-at-large, but the McKinley
managers got an impression that he was
not as enthusiastic a MecKinley man as
Frank M. Milliken of Newcastle, so they
threw him overboard and made Milliken
a delegate. The other three are Richard
W. Thompson of Terre Haute, who was
elected by acclamation; Gen. Lew Wal-
lace of Crawfordsville, who was elected
by acclamation, and Charles W. Fair-~
banks of Indianapolis, who won in a race
with Hiram Brownlee and Frank M. Mil~
liken, are the other candidates.

Richard W. Thompson, ex-secretary of
the navy, who is in his'8th year, presid-
ed over the deliberations of the conven-
tion until his physical strength was ex-
hausted. He spoke for nearly an hour,
and his voice was as clear and as strong
as It was 20 years ago, when he was
known as the greatest campaigner in the
western states. His speech was devoted
in the main to the tariff. He maintained
that every thoughtful statesman in all
political parties since the adoption of the
constitution has favord a protective tar-
iff. The money and tariff planks met the
hearty approval of the convention. Not
a voice was raised in opposition to the
condemnation of the free coinage of sil-
ver at a ratio of 16 to 1.

After the delegates-at-large h'ad been
chosen, and the platform adopted, the
convention proceeded to the nomination
of a state ticket. James A, Mount, the
“farmer candidate,”” was = nominated
for Governor on the seventh ballot. He
was selected because the party thought
ft would be a good thing to have a
farmer ‘at the head of the ticket in case
the Democrats put a free silver plank
in thelr state platform.

THE PLATFORM.

It Declares Chiefly for Protection, Sound
Money and William McKinley.

The platform adopted was as follows:

It has been 40 years since the Republican
party was born. It was the child of
conseience. It grew and became great
in deed and achievement through the inspira-
tion that comes from a true and lofty con-
ception of liberty and freedom, justice and
equalitfe®national Integrity and national honor.

The whole world knows the story of this
natlon's matchless growth and development,
while it pursued the policy and was true to
the principles of the Republican party, This
story is written in field and forest, In factory
and in mine, in counting house and home,
and in every avenue of human endeavor.

It tells of the suppression of the rebellion,
of the enfranchisement of the slaves, of the

MICHIGAN FOR M'RINLEY.

DETROIT, Mich., May 7, 1896. When
Chairman A. W. Smith of the executive
committee of the state Republican com-
mittee called the state convention to or-
der at noon today, the floor and galleries
of the Auditorium were well filled with
delegates and spectators.

Chairman  Smith introduced Hon.
Chauncey M. Depew of New York, who
made a ringing speech, which kept the
audience laughing and cheering alter-
nately for half an hour.

Mr. Depew said that Patrick Henry
had declared that we should not he 8oV~
erned by British power or follow British
policy.

DOCUMENT FILED

Will of John Stetson, Jr.,
Presented for Probatc.

Turned Over to Register
by Dr. 0. G. Cilley.

Entire Estate Bequeathed to
His Wife, Katherine.

Unwarranted Talk Anent
the Legal Instrument,

Drawn in Proper Form and
Duly Witnessed.

The first step in the probating of the
will of the late millionaire theatrical
manager and real estate owner, John
Stetson, Jr., was taken yesterday after-
noon. Now, all surmises, doubts and
fears as to its contents and provisions
are at an end. There never was any
question in the minds of those who knew
anything about the matter that there
was a will, executed in due form, or that
it would not be presented at the proper
time. This was stated in The Herald
several days ago.

A few minutes before the office of the
register of probate of Suffolk county
closed yesterday afternoon, a well known
Boston physician, Dr. u. G, Cilley, en-
tered the court house in Pemberton
square, and was directed to the private
office of Mr. Elijah George, the register.

The caller took from an inside pocket
of his coat a large envelope, saying: “T
desire to file this document,”” and placed
it upon the desk. Upon breaking the
seal, the register found that the docu- ¢
ment was the much-talked-about last
will and testament of the late John
Stetson, Jr

This was the first act in the probating
of the famous Stetson will.

The important document, about which
there has been so much speculation and
guessing for some time past, and which
is given to the public for the first time
by The Herald exclusively, reads as fol-
lows:

KNOW ALL MEN BY THESE PRESENTS:
That I, John Stetson, Jr., of Boston, in
the county of Suffolk and commonwealth
of Massachusetts, being of sound and dis-
posing mind and memory, do make, pub-
lish, and declare my last will and testa-
ment as follows: :

After the payment of my just debts
and funeral I give and be-
queath to my wife, Katherine 8. Stetson,
all my property and estate, whether real,:
personal, or mixed, that I may die pos-
sessed of,

Second, I constitute and appolnt‘my
said = wife, Xatherine, executrix,

expenses,

last will and testament, and request that
they may be exempt from giving sureties
on their official bond. ¥

“Is thls the only paper that you desire
to file at this time?” asked Mr. George
of Dr. Cilley, . after the register had
hastily scanned the document which had
been presented to him.

“It is,”’ replied Dr. Cilley, “and I de-
sire to have it placed on file."”

After this short interview the physician
who had attended both Mr, and Mrs.
Stetson in their illness proceeded to his
office, and was soon followed by The

Herald representative, who happened to
be in the office of the register of pro-
bate when the doctor called to deposit
the legal instrument that bequeathed all
of Milllonaire Stetson's property to his
wife, now deceased.

“The document is on file at the office
of the register of probate,” said Dr.
C'illey to The Herald representative, who
asked him for particulars concerning it
a short time after he left the probate
office, “and that tells the full story of
Mr. Stetson's final bequest.”

“I do not care to talk on the subject,
but, as you have undoubtedly seen that I
was a witness of the will, T will only say
that it is the last document that Mr. Stet-
son left. The Herald has been conserva-
tive and consistent, as well as truthful, in
what it has printed regarding the will,
and yvou can reiterate the story you have
already told about it.

“T came into the possession of the will
at the request of Mrs.- Stetson a few days
before she died,” said Dr. Cilley, in ans
swer to other questiong. “‘At the time 1
told her that the chances were against
her recovery; and as she was aware that
Mr. Charles H. Pattee, who is named as
an executor with her in the will, was in a
precarious condition, she thought that the
document had better be placed” in my
hands.

“The will has never, to my knowledge,
bheen seen by any one but the witnesses,
Mr. Pattee and Mr's. Stetson, since it was
signed.'” |

““It is true that I had a conversation to-
day with a prominent justice of the su-
perior court regarding it, and upon the
suggestion and the advice that I received
I decided that as constderable surmise
and gossip was current because it had not
been probated, it was best to place it on
file in the probate court, where it would
not be likely to be lost, and thus silence
the unwarrantable rumors that have been
circulated regarding it.

“The will was signed two days before Mr.
Stetson died, and he knew then that the
end was near. From the beginning of his
illness he felt, as T did, that he could not
recover. AAnd when I told him that all
hope was gone, he called his wife to his
bedside, and patting her gently upon her
cheeks, said:

“ ‘I am going to die; keep up; you must
not give way under the strain.’

““She cried piteously when she heard his
words, and was prosirated.”

Continulng Dr. Cilley said: ‘“‘So far as
I know, Lawyer Melvin O. Adams, who
was made speclal administrator of the es-
tate at the reaquest of Mrs. Stetson,
knew nothing about the will or its con-
tents."”

Mr. Adams will probably learn of it
through The Herald today for the first
time.

Dr. Cilley expressed himself as pleased
that the will had left his hands, and
that he had been relieved of further re-
sponsibility. He probably would mnot
have sent the will to probate until Mr.
Pattee had recovered sufficiently to file
a petition with the will that it be al-
lowed, had it not been that a prominent
justice had thought such a course the
best to pursue.

The practice is for the person named as
executor to fill a petition, accompanied by

Victorious Boston Athlctes Have
- Returned from Athens.

WELCOMED BY A VAST CROWD AT PROVIDENCE STATION,

A Madﬁ Rish Har the Gates When the Train
Rolied Into the Station—“Tom” Burke
Carried off on the Shoulders of a Group

of Enthusiastic B. U. Men—Laurel-Wreath

Winners Cheered by Thousands.

In olden times it was the proper thing
to tear down the walls of the city when
the Greek athletes returned to Athens
after the triumphs of the Olympic games.
While Boston has no walls to guard, the
crowd of 3000 enthusiasts who assembled
in the Providence station last evening to
welcome home the B. A! A. team of
athletes came nedar providing a parallel
to the ancient Greek. custom by tearing
away the gates in the depot. When the
train bearing the athletes rolled into the
station there was a mad rush for the
gates, and at one time it looked as if
the gates could not withstand the tre-
meQdous strain, It was a wonder that
no one was injured, as every person in
the big crowd had gone crazy for the
time being. Such a spontaneous demon-
stration seldom, if ever before, has been
accorded to any aggregation of Bostoni-
ans. ] :

For fully an hour previous to the arri-
val of the train the crowd made merry in
the depot. While there was a good at-
tendance of B, A. A. ‘rooters’” and other
organizations connected in one way or an-
other with /the athletes, the bulk of the
crowd was made up of interested Bostoni-
ans who felt that they had a personal
pride in the athletes.

It was a hearty Boston greeting, such
as Boston alone can give, and the scene
will long bhe remembered by those: who
witnessed it. In proportion to the number
present the c}ieeﬂng far outclassed that of
a Harvard-Yale foot ball game, and every
man yelled until hoarse. Morris Stern,
the chief shouter of the B. A. A., had in
hig chorus: J, Pabst Blake, Fulton Blake,
Gerald Blake, Joseph Moran, Frang Mc-
Grath, .

A delegation from Boston University,
headed by E. A. Perkins, vied with the
Elite Club of Boston College in cheering
Tom Burke. With this crowd of enter-
tainers there was no lack of excitement

while waiting for the train.

Shortly after 9 o'clock the New York
express came Into the station, and as
soon as the gates were opened the crowd
formed itgelf into an immense turtle-back
wedge, which hit the fence guarding the
train shed with tremendous force. Those
who were so fortunate as to be near the
opening of the V went throughthe gates as
U.Pthey were 'shot out of a catapult, while
the less fortunate ones were' jammed up
against the fence or caught in the swirl
on either side of the gate. On the train,
beside the athletes, were Fred Blake and
William Kuntz, who went over to New
York to meet the boys on their arrival in
that city, and the following party went
down to Providence to meet the athletes:

One
by one the athletes came up stairs, and
each had his particular knot of ad-
mirers. The victorious Americans bore
their honors gracefully, and heartly
greetings were exchanged all around.

The reception at the club was of an en-
tirely informal nature, but it was ex-
tremely cordial, withal, and it is doubt-
ful if the banquets and formal receptions
in store for the athletes will be enjoyed
by them any more than the welcome
they received last night. Tommy Curtis
was surrounded by a party of foot ball
men, and each in turn had a pleasant
word with the popular full-back of the
B. A, A. team. )

GAR OVERTURNED
